“We are working to make sure that kids born today grow up healthy, learn how to have balandced meals,and get more physical activity into their lives,”she said
Mrs. Obama said she wants children across the nation to understand that“exercise 
isn’t just hard work, it’s play. If you’re running around with your dog, yor’re getting exercise. If you walk up the stairs, that’s exercise. But if you’re sitting in front of the TV or on a computer game, you’re not exercising”. The First Lady said that for kids who have balanced meals most of the time, having a special snack like chocolate, will not hurt.“And if you are active, you can splurge（挥霍）a little more.”she said. Mrs. Obama’s favorite “splurge food”is French fires. But she balances her splurging 
by exercising almost every day. She loves to play tennis and she practices yoga.
